Prayer Concerns

February 16, 2010

Dear Brothers and Sisters:

As we stand at the edge of the Lenten season, I write 

to update you on the health and well-being of two of our 

members, to ask your prayers for two groups of youth and 

adults from our churches who are offering the labor of their 

hands and hearts in the Caribbean and South America this 

week, and to give you news from Presbyterian Disaster 

Assistance about the church-wide response to the disaster in 

Haiti.



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

First, we rejoice in the news that the Rev. 

Jerry Shave is now recuperating at home from his 

heart surgery. He reports that he feels a little 

better every day. Also, Elder Gail Banks' 

husband Fred is also recuperating at home after 

his most recent heart surgery. For Fred, because 

of so many previous surgeries, recovery is going 

slowly; so please keep him in your prayers.



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

Second, a group from the First 

Presbyterian Church of Chittenango is in Santa 

Marta, Columbia (South America) this week, doing 

repairs and maintenance at the home of their Latin 

American Mission Bible translator, Terry 

Malone. Please pray for them not only as they 

offer this tangible assistance, but also as they 

seek to support and encourage her in her witness 

among the Ette people.



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

Third, 21 youth and adults from seven of 

our congregations left this morning to travel to 

Campeche, Campeche (Mexico) to install new 

roofs, as part of our LAMP Ministry and Mission 

Team. Please pray for them as they travel, and 

that they might know the power of the Spirit at 

work through this partnership with Campeche 

Presbytery.

UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

Finally, today I received information 

concerning the work Presbyterian Disaster 

Assistance is doing in Haiti--and the wonderful 

church-wide response to the disaster there. 

"PDA has already allocated over $500,000 to 

the immediate disaster relief efforts in Haiti, from 

both One Great Hour of Sharing funds and 

contributions given to PDA for Haiti since the 

earthquake.” 



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

“We have sent a total of $300,000 to our partners 

Action by Churches Working Together (ACT) and 

Church World Service (CWS), to support feeding 

stations and help with shelter. PDA also gave 

$200,000 to support Hopital Sainte Croix (Holy 

Cross Hospital) in Leogane at the epicenter of the 

earthquake, an Episcopal Ministry that for decades 

has been a major focus of PC USA mission work in 

Haiti. We have also shipped more than 35,000 

baby and hygiene kits that are part of the PC USA 

program Gifts of the Heart.” 



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

"PDA has received over $2.7 million via 

designated donations. At this point about 20% of the 

money raised has been committed.

We note that assessments are underway and 

PDA is working on further designing a community-

based assessment on psychosocial needs. We are 

advertising for Haitian and Creole fluent trauma 

counselors.

PDA is working on a longer term recovery 

program to channel the outpouring of interest and 

desire of churches and presbyteries to send volunteer 

mission teams to help in Haiti."



UPDATE FROM THE PRESBYTERY [CONT]

“While there is no capacity for the Haitians to take 

in volunteers now, we are working to organize 

ways to be supporters of valid mission services in 

Haiti. The model of the volunteer villages in the 

Gulf doesn’t work in Haiti because a large part of 

what we do in the Gulf can be done by the local 

people in Haiti, who desperately need the 

work. For those areas where skilled labor is 

needed, we can create the opportunity to train 

people in Haiti."
